The monument known as Inverlaidnan Old House comprises the upstanding ruins of
Inverlaidnan Old House, an 18th-century laird’s house, located in a shallow valley, 350m
SW of the confluence of the Allt an Aonaich burn and the River Dulnain, at about 300m
OD. The area to be scheduled comprises the remains described and an area around them
within which related material may be expected to survive. It is rectilinear with maximum
dimensions of 79m N-S by 54m W-E. The monument, which lies in the Parish of Duthil
and Rothiemurchus and the County of Inverness as shown outlined in red on the Plan
annexed and executed as relative hercto
