The monument known as Colmeallie stone circle, comprises the remains of a recumbent stone
circle. The area to be scheduled is a polygon centred on the centre of the circle, with a
maximum extent of 36m NW-SE, to include the remains of the stone circle and an area
around in which traces of activities associated with the construction and use of the monument
may survive. The monument, which lies in the Parish of Edzell and the County of Angus as
shown outlined in red on the Plan annexed and executed as relative hereto

national importance compiled and maintained by them under section 1(1) of the Ancient
Monuments and Archaeological Areas Act 1979.
