The monument known as Castle Roy comprises a 13" century enclosure castle standing on
a natural circular mound situated within arable land. The area to be scheduled includes the
castle and the mound it stands on. The scheduled area extends approximately a metre from
the foot of the mound and is defined by the modern fence which surrounds the mound (the
fence itself is excluded from the scheduling). The area has maximum dimensions of 59m
NE-SW and 52m transversely. The monument, which lies in the Parish of Abernethy and
Kincardine and the County of Inverness as shown outlined in red on the Plan annexed and
executed as relative hereto

is hereby included in the Schedule of
Monuments appearing to the Scottish Ministers to be of national importance compiled and
maintained by them under section 1{1) of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological
Areas Act 1979.
