The monument known as Knockando Kirkyard, 500m E of Upper Knockando, three carved
stones comprises three symbol stones which have been removed from their original
locations and are now built into the corner of the wall of the churchyard at Pulvrennan. The
area to be scheduled includes the stones themselves, the wall into which they are built, from
the foundations to the cope and the length enclosed between the two gate piers, 3m. The
monument, which lies in the Parish of Knockando and the County of Moray as shown
outlined in red on the Plan annexed and executed as relative hereto and which forms part of

is hereby included in the Schedule of Monuments appearing to the Secretary of
State for Scotland to be of national importance compiled and maintained by him under
section 1(1) of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Areas Act 1979.
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
