AMENDED ENTRY IN THE SCHEDULE OF MONUMENTS

The entry in the Schedule of monuments appearing to the Secretary of State for Scotland to
be of national importance compiled and maintained by him under Section 1(1) of the above
Act in respect of the monument known as Inchtuthil, Roman fortress, dated 28 September
1936 and recorded in the Division of the General Register of Sasines for the County of
Perth on 14 October 1936 [Book 1373, Folio 122] is hereby in accordance with the
provisions of section 1(5) of the above Act amended to describe the area of the scheduled
monument which encompasses the remains of the fort and the associated cropmarks as
visible on the ground and in aerial photographs. It is divided into two irregular portions.
The E part has maximum dimensions of 1080m E-W by 890m and for the W part has
maximum dimensions of 540m E-W by 320m as shown delineated in red on the plan
annexed and executed as relative hereto.
