The monument known as Caisteal Bharraich, tower comprises the remains of a small
tower house standing upon the summit of a promontory high above the Kyle of Tongue.
The area to be scheduled includes the tower house and an area around it that has the
potential for the survival of associated archaeology. The area is irregular in shape and has
maximum dimensions of 110m from its westernmost point to its easternmost, and 75m
from its northernmost to southernmost points. The monument, which lies in the Parish of
Tongue and the County of Sutherland as shown outlined in red on the Plan annexed and
executed as relative hereto
