The monument known as Coats Hill, Roman Signal Station 215m W of Moffat Golf Club
clubhouse comprises the earthwork remains of a circular enclosure, representing the outer
defences of a Roman watchtower. The enclosure stands in rough ground on Moffat Golf
Course. The area to be scheduled is circular on plan, to include the remains described
above and an area around them within which material relating to the monument's
construction, use and abandonment may survive. The monument, which lies in the Parish
of Kirkpatrick-Juxta and the County of Dumfries as shown in red on the Plan annexed and
executed as relative hereto

, is hereby included in the Schedule of Monuments
appearing to the Scottish Ministers to be of national importance compiled and maintained
by them under section 1(1) of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Areas Act 1979.
