The monument known as Crab’s Caim, caim compriscs a circular burial caim, which
measures some 14m in diameter and stands ¢. 1.5m in height. The caim comprises a
mound of stone of varying size. Another three caims are located within the close vicinity,
indicating that this monument may ftorin part of a relict prehistoric funerary lundscape. The
arca to be scheduled is a circle of diameter 40m centred on the centre of the cairn, to
include the caim and an area around it in which evidence relating to its construction and use
may survive. The monument, which lies in the Parish of Aberdeen and the County of
Aberdeen as shown outlined in 1ed on the Plan annexed and executed as i

is hereby included in the Schedule of Monuments appearing to the Scottish
Mmlsters to be of national importance compiled and maintained by them under section 1(1)
of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Areas Act 1979.
