The monument known as Bruxie Hill, long cairn 650m WSW of Ferniebrae
comprises the remains of a long mound of stones and earth. It is 35m
long EW; trapezoidal, it measures 20m across at its east end and 12m
across at its west end. The middle portions of the mound stand about
0.6m above the surrounding ground and the rim of material defining its
edges stands to about 0,8m. The area to be scheduled includes ground
in which traces of activities associated with the mound will survive; it is
centred on the monument and measures 60m EW by 50m NS, The
monument, which les in the Parish of Kinneff and the County of
Kincardine as shown outlined in red on the Plan annexed and executed as

is hereby included in the
Schedule of Monuments appearing to the Secretary of State for Scotland to
be of national importance compiled and maintained by him under section
1(1) of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Areas Act 1979.
