The monument known as Claig Castle, Jura occupies the eastern part of
Am Fraoch Eilean, a roughly triangular plateau, detached from the main
part of the island by a narrow N-S gulley. The only standing structure
is the ground floor of a tower house, 14.3m N-S by 11.3m E-W, with
walls some 2.4m thick and a door on the N. Traces of an enclosing bank
and ditch survive on the N, S and E. The area to be scheduled
measures some 80m E-W by 50m N-S, to include the tower and
surrounding plateau. The monument, which lies in the Parish of Jura
and the County of Argyll as shown outlined in red on the Plan annexed
and executed as relative hereto and which forms part of the subjects

is hereby included in the Schedule of Monuments
appearing to the Secretary of State for Scotland to be of national
importance compiled and maintained by him under section 1(1) of the
Ancient Monuments and Archeaeological Areas Act 1979,
