The monument known as Monandavan, ring cairn 650m SW of comprises a
ring cairn, a burial structure of the Bronze Age, some 3500 years old.
It comprises a circular area of stones about 16m in diameter with an
ill-defined central clear area c¢7m across. The area to be scheduled
measures 45m in diameter, centred on the cairn, to include the cairn and
an area around it in which traces of activity associated with its
construction and use will survive. The monument, which lies in the
Parish of Glenmuick, Tullich and Glengairn and the County of Aberdeen
as shown outhned in red on the Plan annexed and executed as relative
art of the subjects described in the Notices of

Monuments appearing to the Secretary of State for Scotland to be of
