ENTRY IN THE SCHEDULE OF MONUMENTS

The monument known as Newbigging, earthwork 400m E of comprises a
bank and ditch extending 180m ENE/WSW across part of a gentle ridge
running up to Raedykes Hill. The bank measures up to 4.5m across by
up to 1.2m high; the ditch is on its S side and is up to 4m broad by
slightly over 1m deep. The bank and ditch affects only the W side of the
ridge although the E side appears little different, and they cannot in
isolation have been a sound defence. The area to be scheduled measures
115m ENE/WSW by 25m transversely with its N edge 7Tm N of the edge of
the bank. The monument, which lies in the Parish of Fetteresso and the
County of Kincardine as shown outlined in red on the Plan annexed and
executed as relative hereto and which forms part of the subjects

included in the Schedule of Monuments appearing to the Secretary of
State for Scotland to be of national importance compiled and maintained by
him under section 1(1) of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Areas
Act 1979,
