The monument known as St John's Chapel, Drem comprises the remains of
a 15th century chapel which is situated in the garden of Drem House.
The area to be scheduled is quadrangular and measures a maximum of 20m
E-W by 16m N-S. It is bounded on the N and E by the garden wall and
extends 2m S and W from the surviving gable of the chapel, to include
the remains of the chapel and an area of surrounding ground which may
contain underlying archaeological features. The monument, which lies in
