ENTRY IN THE SCHEDULE OF MONUMENTS

The monument known as Coupar Angus Abbey, abbey precinct comprises
of the site of the E and SE portion of the precincts of the Cistercian
abbey of Coupar Angus. The area to be scheduled consists of the entire
area likely to have been within the abbey precinct which has not yet been
built over, and is bounded on the E by a line 10m E of the E edge of the
raised track running along the old boundary, called Thorn Alley, and on
the S by a line similarly drawn 10m S of the S edge of this track. On
the N the boundary is the S side of the boundary of Candlehouse Lane
and on the W it is also defined by modern property boundaries, which are
excluded from scheduling. The area to be scheduled has maximum
dimensions of 400m N-S by 200m E-W. The monument, which lies in the
Parish of Coupar Angus and the County of Perth as shown outlined in
red on the Plan annexed and executed as relative hereto and which forms

ereby 1ncluded Vionuments appearing tc the
Secretary of State for Scotland to be of national importance compiled and
maintained by him under section 1(1) of the Ancient Monuments and
Archaeological Areas Act 1979.
