The monument known as Loch na Buail'lochdraich, shielings and standing
stone N of comprises a large group of shielings with a nearby standing
stone. The area to be scheduled is irregular, bounded on the W by a
small stream and on the S by the the shore of the loch, and contains the
standing stone and all of the shielings, plus an area around them in
which evidence relating to their construction and use may survive. [t
has maximum dimensions of 280m E-W by 150m N-S. The monument, which
lies in the Parish of North Uist and the County of Inverness as shown
outlined in red on the Plan annexed and executed as relative hereto and

is hereby included in the Schedule of Monuments appearing
to the Secretary of State for Scotland to be of national importance
compiled and maintained by him under section 1(1) of the Ancient
Monuments and Archaeological Areas Act 1979.
