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THE ANCIENT MONUMENTS AND ARCHAEOLOGICAL AREAS ACT 1979
ENTRY IN THE SCHEDULE OF MONUMENTS

The monument known as Old House of Keppoch, motte 250m SE of Keppoch comprises
the earthwork remains of a castle, standing near the junction of the Rivers Roy and Spean.
The area to be scheduled is irregular in shape, measuring a maximum of 170m NNW-SSE
by a maximum of §5m WSW-ENE. It includes the castle, its ditch to its NW, and extends
5m to the SW of the edge of the track at the foot of the mounds to include an area where it is
likely that a moat existed. It excludes the surface of the modemn track along the N and SW
sides of the mound and the above-ground structure of modern fences and gates. The
monument which lies in the Parish of Kilmonivaig and the County of Inverness as shown

included in the Schedule of Monuments appearing to the Secretary of State for Scotland to
be of national importance compiled and maintained by him under section 1(1) of the
Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Areas Act 1979.
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
