ENTRY IN THE SCHEDULE OF MONUMENTS

The monument known as Balquharn, souterrains 400m and 600m W of Shandford
comprises the remains of a group of souterrains and related remains of later prehistoric date
represented by cropmarks visible on oblique aerial photographs. The area to be scheduled
encompasses the remains described and areas around them in which traces of associated
activity may be expected to survive. 1t is in two parts. The first, more easterly, is circular
with a diameter of 60m, while the second is also circular with a diameter of 80m. The
monument, which lies in the Parish of Fern and the County of Angus as shown outlined in
