The monument known as Kinnoull Church, remains of church and churchyard, Perth, comprises

the remains of the medieval church of Kinnoull, with the aisle housing the monument of the Earl of

Kinnoull, plus the surrounding churchyard. The area to be scheduled is irregular on plan,

measuring a maximum of 60m E-W by 30m N-S, to include the remains of the church, the burial
\ aisle, churchyard and boundary wall and the gravestones within the churchyard. The monument,
