The monument known as Lund, houses to WNW of Old House of Lund, Unst comprises
the remains of one or more rectangular houses and associated buildings. The form of the
structures suggests a sequence from Viking or early Norse date through to the Medieval
period. The area to be scheduled consists of the NW part of the field, but excluding the
modern fences. This includes the remains of the various structures and an area around them
in which evidence relating to their construction and use may survive. The area measures a
maximum of 80m E-W by 65m N-S. The monument, which lies in the Parish of Unst and
the County of Shetland as shown outlined in red on the Plan annexed and executed as
relative her:
