The monument known as The Hevdas, fort, Gulberwick comprises the remains of a

promontory fort, probably of later prehistoric date. The area to be scheduled is irregular on

plan, bounded by the clifftop to E, S and SW, and elsewhere by a line drawn parallel to, and

5m from, a fenceline. This includes all of the remains described and measures a maximuin

of 80m approximately N-S by a maximum of 45m E-W. The monument, which lies in the
