The monument known as Corsbie Tower comprises the fragmentary remains of Corsbie
tower, a 16™ century tower house that stands on a large and prominent mound surrounded
by a bog. The area to be scheduled includes the mound, tower house, earthworks and
causeway, and an area around it which has the potential for associated archaeology. The
area is irregular in shape and has maximum dimensions of 200m N-S and 165m E-W. The
monument, which lies in the Parish of Legerwood and the County of -Berwick as shown
outlined in red on the Plan annexed and executed as relative hereto
