The area to be scheduled is irregular, measuring a
maximum of 80m E-W by 60m N-S, to enclose the visible remains and an area around them
within which related features may survive. The monument, which lies in the Parish of
Rathven and the County of Banff as shown outlined in red on the Plan annexed and executed
