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The monument known as Minnigaff, motte S of Monigaff Parish Church, comprises the motte at
Minnigaff, which is early Medieval in date and is visible as an upstanding earthwork.
The monument stands in the middle of the village of Minnigaff on a promontory at the
confluence of the Penkiln Burn and the River Cree at 20m OD. The area to be scheduled
comprises the remains described including an area around it within which related archaeological
material may be found. It is irregular with maximum dimensions of 56m N-S and 50m E-W.
All active burial lairs and the upper 10cm of all existing paths are excluded from the scheduling.
The monument, which lies in the Parish of Minnigaff and the County of Dumfries as shown
gutlined in red on the Plan annexed and exccuted as relative hereto
