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The monument known as Church Cave, place of worship, Rona, comprises a post-medieval church
built into a large natural cave on the east coast of the small island of Rona, off Skye. The area to
be scheduled is irregular with maximum dimensions of 45m NW-SE and 57m transversely. This
area includes the interior features of the cave and an area around them within which associated
remains may be expected to survive. The monument, which lies in the Parish of Portree and the
County of Inverness as shown outlined in red on the Plan annexed and executed as relative hereto

is hereby included in the Schedule of Monuments appearing to the Scottish Ministers to
be of national importance compiled and maintained by them under section 1{1) of the Ancient
Monuments and Archaeological Arcas Act 1979.
