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The monument known as St Mary’s Chapel, chapel comprises the remains of a chapel
dedicated to St Mary. The monument lies in a copse of deciduous trees on a natural terrace
on the E face on an unnamed hill, at 125m above sea level, 900m north of the Meldrum
House Hotel. The chapel survives as a simple, single-cell rectangular structure that
measures 12.5m E-W by 7m transversely over walls 1m in thickness and standing to a
height of 0.5m. Inner and outer facing stones are visible on all sides of the structure. The
well located 9.5m SSE of the chapel and now covered by modern capping is believed to be
the "Lady’s Well’. The area surrounding the chapel is defined by a low bank and wall,
which may indicate the boundary of a burial ground. The area to be scheduled is irregular
on plan, bounded by the edge of the potential burial ground, to include the remains
described and an area around them within which related material may be expected to be
found. Specifically excluded is the modern cap of the Lady’s Well and the modern pump
house 19m to the WSW of the chapel, to allow for their maintenance. The monument,
which lies in the Parish of Meldrum and the County of Aberdeen as shown outlined in red
on the Plan annexed and executed as relative hereto

is hereby included in the Schedule of Monuments appearing to the
Scottish Ministers to be of national importance compiled and maintained by them under
section 1(1) of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Areas Act 1979.
