The monument known as Craignethan Castle comprises a castle of medieval date, visible as
an upstanding building. The area to be scheduled comprises the remains described and an
area around them within which related material may be expected to survive. It is irregular
in plan, bounded by the River Nethan to the E, with maximum dimensions of 324m from
the easternmost to the westernmost points, by 246m from the northemmost to the
southernmost points. The monument, which lies in the Parish of Lesmahagow and the
County of Lanark as shown outlined in red on the Plan annexed and executed as relative
hereto
