The monument known as Moss Farm, Machrie Moor, stone circles, caims, hut-circles and
fields comprises an area of Machrie Moor in which a rich archaeological landscape of
prehistoric ritual and domestic structures and deposits is known to survive, both above and
below the ground, including stone circles, chambered cairns, hut-circles and field systems.
The area to be scheduled is irregular on plan and measures up to 1150m from SSW to NNE
by 1060m transversely, to include all the upstanding features and an area around in which
associated remains are likely to survive. The above-ground portion of the modern memorial
stone is excluded. The monument, which lies in the Parish of Kilmory and the County of
Bute as shown outlined in red on the Plan annexed and executed as relative hereto and

is hereby included in the Schedule of Monuments appearing to the
Secretary of State for Scotland to be of national importance compiled and maintained by
him under section 1(1) of the Ancient Monuments and Archaeological Areas Act 1979.
